book traces the Greco Roman use of political rhetoric that spoke about populist leaders as enslaved to their followers
especially to members of the lower class This provides the context for Paul s claim in 1 Corinthians 9 that he has enslaved
himself to all that is to those very people he is supposed to lead as an apostle Martin thus interprets this statement to mean
that Paul identifies himself with the interests of persons with lower status in the Corinthian church calling on those with
higher status to imitate his self debasement in order to further the interests of those below them on the social scale
