to read and write with his knowledge of the alphabet On September 3 1838 Douglass successfully escaped slavery traveling
by boat to Delaware Philadelphia and finally New York all in the span of a day Douglass found a new world had opened upon
me After escaping from slavery Douglass became a leader of the abolitionist movement gaining national notice for his
dazzling oratory and anti slavery writing He stood out as the living embodiment of an intellectual former slave the antithesis
of slaveholders arguments that blacks were an inferior race Douglass remained active in the fight for civil rights and
abolition throughout the Civil War and Reconstruction even meeting President Lincoln and strongly urging him to let black
men enlist in the Union As Douglass constantly stated nobody had more to fight for in the Civil War than black men Harriet
Tubman is one of the most famous women in American history and from an early age every American learns of her
contributions to abolition and the Underground Railroad The woman who became known as the Moses of her people
personally led more than 13 expeditions to free slaves in the South and she was so integral in helping escaped slaves achieve
freedom that her name is practically synonymous with the Underground Railroad today If anything the central role she

on the line over and over again to help others and she could proudly boast I was the conductor of the Underground Railroad
for eight years and I can say what most conductors can t say I never ran my train off the track and I never lost a passenger
But that was only part of her involvement with abolition Tubman was well acquainted with other famous abolitionists of her
time including Frederick Douglass and John Brown and she threw herself into efforts to further the cause of abolition in
