his brother Apollo she demonstrates that the most telling moments in the conceptualization of the aesthetic come in the
Greeks debates and struggles over intense models of auditory pleasure Unlike current tendencies to treat poetry as an early
imperfect mode of meditating upon such issues Peponi claims that Greek poetry and philosophy employed equally complex
albeit different ways of articulating notions of aesthetic response Her approach often leads her to partial or total
