opened the second phase of the campaign on May 23 by throwing his army across the Etowah Instead of moving down the
railroad to Allatoona however he marched west of Marietta to Dallas The next five weeks were by some measures the hardest
of the entire summer as maneuvering gave way to trench warfare first along the New Hope Line then Pine and Lost
mountains along the Mud Creek Line and finally atop the imposing slopes of Kennesaw Mountain The daily grind punctuated
