compartments to the sea the ship gradually filled with water Meanwhile passengers and some crew members were evacuated
in lifeboats many of which were launched only partly loaded A disproportionate number of men were left aboard because of a
women and children first protocol followed by some of the officers loading the lifeboats 3 By 2 20 a m she broke apart and
foundered with well over one thousand people still aboard Just under two hours after Titanic foundered the Cunard liner
RMS Carpathia arrived on the scene of the sinking where she brought aboard an estimated 705 survivors The disaster was
