delivered an ultimatum to the Kingdom of Serbia and entangled international alliances formed over the previous decades
were invoked Within weeks the major powers were at war and the conflict soon spread around the world On 28 July the
Austro Hungarians declared war on Serbia and subsequently invaded As Russia mobilised in support of Serbia Germany
invaded neutral Belgium and Luxembourg before moving towards France leading the United Kingdom to declare war on
