autobiographies I elicited from first and second generation Japanese Americans in Seattle Washington both as cultural tales
and as accounts with a good degree of historical veracity Because people s recollections of the past are reasonably accurate
and do not obliterate facts so much as reinterpret them they can be mined to reconstruct a social history of events and
actions At the same time they can be used along with what people say about the present as material for a symbolic analysis
Unlike most Japanese Americans and most of those who have studied them I do not uncritically assume a timeless past of
Japanese tradition in which stem family households were endlessly reproduced by people who obeyed the rules of the
