was introduced to Virginia when a Dutch ship traded African slaves for food Unable to find cheap labor from other sources
white settlers increasingly turned to slaves imported from Africa By the early 1700s in British North America slavery
generally meant African slavery Southern plantations using slave labor pro duced the great export crops tobacco rice forest
products and indigo that made the American colonies prosperous Many Northern merchants made their fortunes either in the
