and the various discoveries connected with it From votive objects deposited by the faithful and inscriptions that testify to

the fate that overtook the nearby pyramids which were stripped of their stone by medieval builders The monument remained
untouched covered by its desert blanket until the first excavations Zivie Coche details the archaeological activity aimed at
