colonization agents free blacks southern jurists newspaper editors neighboring whites proslavery ideologues northern
colonizationists and abolitionists on the periphery In mixing a panoramic view of ACS operations with close ups on individual
participants Burin presents a unique bifocal perspective on the ACS Although colonization leaders initially envisioned their
program as a pacific enterprise in reality the push and pull among emancipators freedpersons and others rendered ACS
