seldom sung Andersen spent two weeks at the Augustenborg Palace in the autumn of 1844 Andersen returned to the fairy
tale genre in 1838 with another collection Fairy Tales Told for Children New Collection First Booklet Eventyr fortalte for B rn
Ny Samling which consists of The Daisy The Steadfast Tin Soldier and The Wild Swans The year 1845 heralded a
