Mr Hyde found it impossible to market the finished manuscript of the Bent life down to 1866 The Depression had set in some
months before He accordingly sold that portion of the manuscript to the Denver Public Library retaining his working copy



which carries down to 1875 The account therefore embraces the most stirring period not only of Bent s own life but of life on
the Plains and into the Rockies It has never before been published It is not often that an eyewitness of great events in the
