take up to two years to build a plot and write a scenario of about thirty thousand words After the scenario was complete he
would write the story Early in his career he would produce a novel in about three months but he slowed in old age to around
six months He used a mixture of Edwardian slang quotations from and allusions to numerous poets and several literary
