in law to concern him His life was one long struggle in an age of nepotism favouritism and graft to find the funds to finance
his responsibilities The product of an age of violence the Seven Years War the American Revolution the French Revolution
the War of 1812 the Napoleonic Wars he was not essentially a violent man However many of his male relatives sons nephews
brothers in law cousins were caught up in the turbulence of the age and paid with their lives Sir John did no escape
