Chapel It is a cold and gray day The page sent along to guide tries to scare him off but Gawain goes on alone He descends
into the valley where the Green Chapel is said to be but doesnt see anything Eventually he hears the sound of a sharpening
wheel Then the Green Knight makes himself known vaulting down to the valley floor on the haft of a new axe Gawain true to
his word opens his collar and offers his neck to the giant The knight takes his swing but Gawain flinches The giant tries again



but it is a feint Finally a third blow comes which nicks Gawains neck causing just a scratch Gawain leaps back ready to fight
but the Green Knight just stands laughing at him The Green Knight then reveals himself as the lord of the castle that had
