squadrons to interdict illegal slave trading hiring deputy marshals to capture fugitive slaves and slave rescuers and deploying
soldiers to remove Native Americans and deter slave rescues and revolts Going beyond Don Fehrenbacher s The
Slaveholding Republic Ericson shows how the presence of slavery indirectly influenced the development of the American
state in highly significant ways Enforcement of the 1808 slave import ban involved the federal government in border control
for the first time and participation in founding a colony in Liberia established an early model of public private partnerships
The presence of slavery also spurred the development of the U S Army through its many slavery related deployments
particularly during the Second Seminole War and the federal government s own slave rentals influenced its labor
management practices Ericson s study unearths a long neglected history connecting slavery influenced policy areas more
explicitly to early American state development and more fully accounting for the money and manpower the federal
government devoted to those areas Rich in historical detail it marks a significant contribution to our understanding of state
