bounty They commonly hunted at night often using bait to concentrate large numbers of waterfowl The effectiveness of the
hunt was improved when side by side double barrel shotguns and large gauge swivel guns gave way to repeating firearms
with some capable of discharging as many as eleven shells in a single volley Their methods were so efficient that by the late
1800s Texas sportsmen and others blamed the alarming decline of coastal waterfowl populations on the market hunter s
occupation In 1903 after a long fight and many failures the first migratory bird game law passed the Texas legislature
Though the fight would continue it was the beginning of the end of the year round slaughter Most market hunters quit and
