Vorontsoff who succeeded Insoff Here he wrote part of Evguenie Onegin a sort of Russian Don Juan full of sublime passages
and varied by satire and bitter scorn This work has lately been formed the subject of a very successful opera by Tchaikovski
who took from Pushkin s poems a story now known and admired by every educated Russian The poet however did not get on
with his new Pg 4 chief A scathing epigram upon Vorontsoff led the count to ask for Pushkin s removal from Odessa where he
