and all your accustomed mental habits must unavoidably have made you opponents of psychoanalysis and how much you
must overcome in yourselves in order to master this instinctive opposition Of course I cannot predict how much
psychoanalytic understanding you will gain from my lectures but I can promise this that by listening to them you will not
learn how to undertake a psychoanalytic treatment or how to carry one to completion Furthermore should I find anyone
