theatre didn t effect instant change it did introduce people to Sullivan who were obviously different Stars such as Betty
Grable Cesar Romero Margaret Hamilton and Pat O Brien came into town Aspiring actors and those behind the scenes also
mingled with the residents of Sullivan As a result Shervey finds Sullivan faced such issues as racism homophobia urban
liberalism and alcohol consumption at a much faster rate than similar towns For some the theatre disrupted a sense of the



normal for others the theatre made life in Sullivan different and interesting breaking the restrictive bonds typically
