regulate slaves authorizing the use of violence by agents of the state and white citizens to secure the social order In doing so
slavery citizenship and police mutually informed one another and together they produced racial capitalism a working class
defined and separated by the color line and a racial social order Race and Police corrects the Eurocentrism in the orthodox
history of American police and in predominating critical theories of police That orthodoxy rests on an origin story that begins
with Sir Robert Peel and the London Metropolitan Police Service Predating the Met by more than a century America s first
