a national institution as modern armies are they were simply a part of the life of a Roman citizen like religion or elections
These armies were more like a militia than a national army There is little evidence even of systematic training and what
changes can be detected can be better explained by contingent adaptation to circumstances rather than reform The emperor
Augustus is commonly seen as the originator of the imperial armies but it was an unintended outcome of a long life
