is only half the truth I am not a beast is the other half Always remind yourself of what you are as well as what you are not
when this is done when activities are in accordance with that awareness man will be manifesting the full significance of the
name he is known by When man has resolved to understand his reality by the method of enquiry he must avoid the error of
condemning the points of view held dear by others It is not right to deny their validity He has to give value to all aspects
