Project to build the atomic bomb As the scientific leader of that project Oppenheimer played a key advisory role in
government helping to forge the post war military industrial scientific alliance that poured huge resources into post war big
science Because of his position Oppenheimer became for the public the heroic cultural icon of American science but he also
became a target and a tragic victim of the cold war fear and nuclear war preparations underlying the McCarthy era This
biographical study focuses on Oppenheimer s cultural and intellectual rise as a theoretical physicist as well as his role within
