regularly publishing fiction by writers such as Cordwainer Smith Jack Vance Harlan Ellison and Robert Silverberg However
Pohl never won the annual Hugo Award for his stewardship of Galaxy winning three Hugos instead for its sister magazine If
In 1969 Guinn sold Galaxy to Universal Publishing and Distribution Corporation UPD and Pohl resigned to be replaced by
Ejler Jakobsson Under Jakobsson the magazine declined in quality It recovered under James Baen who took over in mid 1974
but when he left at the end of 1977 the deterioration resumed and there were financial problems writers were not paid on
