headlong assaults against fortified lines Sherman disliked the uncertainty of battle and preferred maneuvering When
Johnston dug in Sherman sought his flanks and turned the Confederates out of seemingly impregnable positions in a
campaign noted Civil War historian Richard M McMurry dubbed the Red Clay Minuet Contrary to popular belief Sherman did
not set out to capture Atlanta His orders were to move against Johnston s army to break it up and to get into the interior of
the enemy s country inflicting all the damage you can against their war resources No Civil War army could survive long
without its logistical base and Atlanta was vital to the larger Confederate war effort As Johnston retreated Southern fears for
