the public inquest into the causes of the flood of William Skinner the factory owner who struggled to decide whether or not to
rebuild his silk factory in the village that bore his name and of many others The flood highlighted class divisions between
worker and owner as well as the disorganized state of professional engineering then still in its infancy As the flood exposed
the dangers of allowing mill owners who were not trained engineers to design their own dam legislation to regulate the
building of reservoir dams in Massachusetts was enacted for the first time Engineers politicians and business owners battled
