the coast of St Nazaire While waiting for a naval escort to see it safely back to England the Lancastria was attacked by enemy
aircraft and sank within 20 minutes As no official figures have ever been released there is no way of knowing exactly how
many lives were lost Winston Churchill placed what was known as a D Notice on the tragic events thereby restricting the
press from reporting it However once a New York newspaper had broken the story the flood gates were opened for British



newspapers to follow suit But what was the purpose of the D Notice Was it because the British public had already received
too much bad news since the war had begun as Churchill declared Or was it a cover up Those who survived the incident were
told in no uncertain terms not to speak about their experience although plenty did With much of the information about the
Lancastria s sinking in the public domain within a matter of days the question has to be asked why are official documents in
relation to the matter being kept secret until the year 2040 Lancastria.
