concept to the specific fields outlined in chapter II that is marriage education and economy I will concentrate on her main
work Woman in the Nineteenth Century because Fuller describes her gender concept there in most detail whereas her other
works such as Summer on the Lakes do not contribute much additional information that is of special significance for the
understanding of her gender concept This is especially true in the case of her Memoirs which was heavily edited and
