and anti slavery writing He stood out as the living embodiment of an intellectual former slave the antithesis of slaveholders
arguments that blacks were an inferior race Douglass remained active in the fight for civil rights and abolition throughout
the Civil War and Reconstruction even meeting President Lincoln and strongly urging him to let black men enlist in the Union
As Douglass constantly stated nobody had more to fight for in the Civil War than black men Harriet Tubman is one of the
