phonographs It would be years before cassettes CD s and iPods were invented The music was portable though because
everyone was getting transistor radios If a group of kids got together at a lake or somewhere out in the middle of nowhere
they would just tune their car radios to the same station and turn up the volumne I have tried throughout the book to portray
