marketed Nashville as a Centennial City replete with neoclassical architecture drawing on its reputation as the Athens of the
south Charleston s South Carolina Inter State and West Indian Exposition followed in the footsteps of Atlanta s exposition Its
new class of progressive leaders saw the need to reestablish the city as a major port of commerce and designed the fair
around a Caribbean theme that emphasized trade and the corresponding economics that would raise Charleston from a
