take into account contemporary evidence Combs said Here as elsewhere I go directly to the folk for much of my information
allowing the songs language names customs of the people to help settle the problem of ancestry In brief a conscientious
study of the lore of the folk cannot be separated from the folk itself Folk Songs du Midi des tats Unis published as a doctoral
dissertation at the University of Paris in 1925 was an introduction to the study of the folksong of the Southern Appalachians
