infrastructure there was universally primitive While there was generally a road network radiating from the colonial capital
the primary routes used clandestinely by insurgents were chiefly the waterways The job of the navy was to foreclose enemy
use of these lines of communication and this it did with great success The lessons from this experience tend to be forgotten
as this war was overshadowed by the U S conflict in Vietnam Today however riverine operations are experiencing a
renaissance in reaction to the war of the weak While modern boats are more technologically advanced and their crews use
newer and better equipment and weapons the problems and their solutions remain largely the same The operating
environment remains the rivers bayous salt pans canals lakes and deltas extending inland from the coast The population
