village at Slim Buttes Lured as much by supplies of food in the village as by a desire to subjugate the Indians Mills attacked
Crook arrived with reinforcements and by the evening of the second day September 9 1876 the battle was over The climax of
General Crook s career and of one of the most arduous military expeditions in American history this battle was the first of a
series of blows that ultimately broke the Indians resistance and forced their submission The victory was not without irony
Crook s starvation march his troops nearly unanimous criticism of his command Mill s account of an Indian child s tears over
her mother s corpse and doubts about whether the Indians involved had indeed had anything to do with Custer s defeat
