social injustice turned him briefly to socialism and social satire for a thematic approach to his poetry in the early 1920s In
their joint discontent Sassoon and Graves searched throughout the mid twenties for personal order and artistic direction
Graves delved into Eastern philosophy and biblical exegesis until with the arrival of Laura Riding his domestic and creative
life was turned around from Riding Graves gained the strength to reject the values imposed upon him by his background and
his literary peers Similarly Sassoon struggled to find a poetic cause commensurate with his talents but his disillusionment
