to a navigation error due to cloud cover the picturesque town of Sherborne was devasted on 30 September 1940 By that date
however it was clear that G ring s He 111 force was unable to continue absorbing such losses and the type was exclusively
switched to night bombing thereby substantially reducing the German daylight bombing force On 20 September 1940 Me 109
