agent of it He was a captain in the Texas Rangers an associate of Albert Bacon Fall and the top official in the Immigration
Service at the time of the creation of the Border Patrol From these various positions and with the help of his powerful
patrons Hanson helped shape the ways that U S policymakers understood the border its residents and the movement of
