century haiku master to the anonymous haiku rejected in some internet contest This is not to say all poems found were
included but that the standard was along more taxonomic or encyclopedic lines poems that filled in a metaphorical or sub
metaphorical gap were always welcome Also Gill shows there is more than one type of good haiku These are new ways to
