killed over 1 000 people including over 100 American civilians infuriating the United States After sinking the ship the
Germans immediately claimed that the boat was carrying contraband of war and was in a war zone charges vehemently
denied by the United States and the British For awhile the Germans tightened restrictions on their use of U boats to placate
the Americans and seek to keep them out of the war though the restrictions would not last The sinking of the Lusitania in
