Fleet Air Arm had the resources to join in the air campaign The most sustained of these naval air operations was Operation
Goodwood but like the others its results were disappointing It was now clear that only heavy bombers dropping especially
heavy bombs could do the job So that autumn the RAF launched the first of three large scale attacks using Lancaster
bombers armed with enormous Tallboy bombs In the first codenamed Operation Parvane the Tirpitz was badly damaged In
the third air attack carried out in November 1944 the battleship was hit three times and she capsized and sank taking most
of her crew down with her Her passing broke German naval power in Arctic waters which in turn allowed the Allies to divert
