Congress it included an additional provocation to Mexico it claimed that the southern border of Texas was the Rio Grande



The actual territory controlled by the Republic of Texas did not extend nearly to the Rio Grande and this border would
represent a further loss of territory to the United States When a Mexican patrol attacked American cavalry in the disputed
area north of the Rio Grande President Polk went to Congress for a declaration of war The declaration passed on May 13
1846 The war against Mexico was unpopular with the opposition Whig party especially in the North Opponents of the war
denounced it as a war of aggression and denied that there had been a valid reason for war Small American military units
were quickly able to occupy key points in California including San Francisco and Los Angeles Although California was
