Bahamas As the playboy and the farm boy become friends Harrison teaches Tommy the secrets of playing golf with hickory
along with lessons in life and love But the shadow of Hagen and the upcoming match fall across the Midwest summer and as



the competition nears Tommy s hopes for the future and his love for a member s daughter are threatened when the truth
