range it is significantly higher than the frequency of brown dwarfs in 0 3 AU orbits discovered through precision radial
velocity surveys It is also fully consistent with the observed frequency of 0 3 AU extra solar planets Thus the result
demonstrates that the radial velocity brown dwarf desert does not extend to wide separations contrary to previous belief
