series of strokes which left her in a coma for twenty one days and Variety even ran a headline erroneously stating that she
had died After a difficult recovery Neal returned to film acting earning a second Academy Award nomination for The Subject
Was Roses 1968 She appeared in several television movie roles in the 1970s and 1980s and won a Golden Globe for Best
Actress in a Dramatic TV Movie in 1971 for The Homecoming Adapted as a major motion picture filmed as An Unquiet Life
starring Hugh Bonneville Keeley Hawes and Sam Heughan Patricia Neal An Unquiet Life is the first critical biography
detailing the actress s impressive film career and remarkable personal life Author Stephen Michael Shearer conducted
