maintain and originated as the overflow of God s love and character into a realm which was hardly distant from God yet very
different In addition this entails that every human self and the process of becoming a self as God s creations must be
respected as indeed must all earthly creatures and the basic structures needed to form and maintain any society Theological
developments in the last decade have done much to critique misguided biblical interpretations which would justify unbridled
human exploitation and abuse of creation But work in exploring how an understanding of a trinitarian transcendent God
results in creative and caring relationship between humanity and creation has been less developed In discussing these
