speaker tricks that women play on men tricks that people play on each other in general examples of virtue Only Dioneo who
usually tells the tenth tale each day has the right to tell a tale on any topic he wishes due to his wit Many authors have
argued that Dioneo expresses the views of Boccaccio himself Each day also includes a short introduction and conclusion to
continue the frame of the tales by describing other daily activities besides story telling These frame tale interludes frequently
