coins that revolutionized the Athenian economy The mines were often leased to contractors and worked by slaves and
condemned criminals The galleries averaged approximately three and a half feet in height so most miners had to work on
their hands and knees Another specific group of slaves that suffered particularly brutal treatment was the pornai slaves used
in the brothels as prostitutes While those sound like the conditions of slavery people are accustomed to hearing about in
