labored on his Tortola plantation They died by whipping scalding and having boiling water poured down their throats
Although Hodge s treatment of his slaves was common knowledge he was only brought to trial several years after the killings
as a consequence of a political and personal dispute Hodge was found guilty of murder by a local jury and when the Governor
of the Leeward Islands chose to ignore the jury s recommendation of leniency became the only slave owner in the history of
the British West Indies to be executed for the murder of one of his own slaves Hodge s character contrasted sharply with that
of his chief prosecutor Governor Hugh Elliot a noted diplomat and a supporter of the anti slavery forces in Great Britain




whose brother the Earl of Minto was currently Viceroy of India and whose brother in law Lord Auckland had four years
