Roman villa s funeral chapel In Street a large oval enclosure indicates the probable site of a Celtic monastery Early Christian
cemeteries have been excavated at Shepton Mallet and elsewhere Lundy Island off the Devon coast provides evidence of a
Celtic monastery with its inscribed stones that commemorate early monks At Exeter a Saxon anthology includes numerous
